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DAILY

Doors open each morning at 6:50 a.m.
Tutoring is available from 7:00-7:20 a.m. as well as a homework room, to provide for additional support. 

-Breakfast is served daily, or students wait in the gym. 
-Lunch is served in 3 shifts during the 5th period class time.  Your child’s lunch period is determined by their 5th period class.  There are 3 lines to choose from. Students may not switch lines.

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We will have various celebrations and recognitions throughout the year based on grades, attendance, behavior, and other accomplishments. Each student has the opportunity to earn recognition.  Remind your child that each day counts!
TARDIES / ATTENDANCE
 Taken each period and both count toward attendance rewards.  
*Students may have only 9 absences for the school year (whether excused or not). 

-Classes are approximately 1 hour and students have 4 minutes to travel between classes.
 -Lockers/locks are provided.  Students should not share their locker or combination with others. Locker use is a privilege and lockers remain the property of the school.  Excessive tardies to class may result in the student’s loss of lockers.  Any damages will be evaluated.  Students may carry a backpack if it is clear or mesh. 
LIBRARY / TEXTBOOKS
Students will visit the library weekly and have the opportunity to earn AR points in addition to reading books of their choosing.  Check outs will be based on each student’s ability to turn in the books they have checked out.

-Textbooks supplement class instruction and may be assigned as needed.

COMMUNICATION

-Check and sign your child’s planner each night. Notes can be made to/from school in the planner.  (Planners are $3.00 and required)

-If you have an email address you can get on our email list and communicate with staff, as well as get campus communication and updates. Email is often a quicker mode of communication.
CELL PHONES

VISITING CAMPUS
Parents and visitors are welcome to campus. All must have a current I.D./drivers license.  It will be scanned through the raptor system to obtain a visitors badge.  For the safety of our students and to maintain academic integrity, your destination will be on your pass and we ask that if you want to speak to a teacher you do so during his/her conference time.  You can call the school office to find out a specific teacher’s conference period. In addition, phone calls may be directed to voice mail or taken as a message for the teacher to return within 24 hours, if possible. 

CHANGES

Middle school presents many changes to your student whether they are in 5th or 6th grade.  Your child will transition to having more responsibility.  The students must change classes 7 times during the day, and arrive on time to each class, with required materials.  
Students may have 7 different teachers with seven different classroom procedures; however our teachers’ expectations are the same.  Each teacher expects their students to make progress on the skills required at their grade level.  The staff of BMS will work with our students and provide learning opportunities and a pathway for success. Student’s are responsible for their efforts and their choices. As parents/guardians, you can help by continuing to be involved with your child’s education. Ask your child about what he/she is learning and what help he/she needs.
