AM Car Riders 
For AM car riders we will have 
staff on duty outside from 7:50 
until 8:20 to welcome students. 
Please do not drop your students 
off prior to 7:50. We will also 
have staff on duty inside to ensure 
that your child gets to his or her 
class safely after being dropped 
off in the car rider line. Car riders 
that plan to eat breakfast need to 
arrive by 8:10. Any students arriv-
ing after 8:20 will need to be 
checked in at the front office by a 
parent. Students arriving after 
8:25 will be counted tardy, and 
students that arrive after 10:00 
are absent. 

PM Car Riders  

Please do not start forming the 
elementary car rider line until 
2:55. We are still releasing middle 
school car riders at that time and 
need to keep their car rider line 
clear. We ask that you remain in 
your cars in the line in order to 
pick up your car riders. Please re-
member that car rider signs are 
mandatory. We know that lines can 
be long, but this is to improve the 
efficiency of our line and to ensure 
the safety of all students. If you 
do not have a car rider sign, you 
will need to park, come to the 
front office, and show your ID. 
Our dismissal procedures are done 
in waves so that younger students 
are safely in their spots for dis-
missal before we release our older 
students. You may see younger 
students outside in the car rider 
line prior to 3:35, but we will not 
load cars until that time.
