I. Course Description- 
The purpose of World History is to give the student an understanding of the changing world in which he lives through an examination of world cultures and their problems and achievements from earliest times.  Major concentration is on those movements, events, and forces which have shaped the modern world.

II. Expectations – 
Please Be Respectful.  Be courteous to your classmates, teachers, and visitors.  Treat others how you would like to be treated.
Please Be Responsible.  Keep track of your assignments. Don’t get behind! 
Please No Electronics without teacher permission.   This is a school policy.  
Please Be on Time.  The school Tardy policy will be followed.  If you are tardy to class, you will have to report to the closest office for a pass back to class.  As your tardies accumulate you will receive consequences from your Assistant Principal.
Please Bring your Stuff.   This means have your notebook, assignments, pens, pencils in class with you!

III. Grades –
50% - Formative Assignments/Assessments (minor grades) – Teachers are required to have a minimum of 12 formative assignments/assessments per 9 weeks. Examples: Homework, classes work, bell work, quizzes, etc.	
50% - Summative Assessments (major grades) – Teachers are required to have a minimum of 4 summative assessments per 9 weeks. Examples: Unit Test, CBA, etc. 
IV. Homework & Late Work – 
HOMEWORK 
Homework will be assigned two to three times a week and should only take about 15-20 minutes to complete.  The purpose of the assignments will be to reinforce and review content learned in class.  Due dates will be assigned.
