Grading

Formative Assessment: 50%
- Students will be responsible for keeping up with a daily notebook that will include note taking, summaries, explanations, writing assignments, diagrams, and drawings. 
- Laboratories and class activities will be assigned to help explore concepts being introduced in class.
- Periodically assignments not completed in class will be sent home as homework and will be due the next day.
Summative Assessment: 50%
- Periodic quizzes will be given over current work to gauge the students’ progress over our current topic.  
- Major projects will give more in depth exploration of topics and how they connect to DHS, the Dickinson community, and the student’s personal life.
- Review stations and laboratories will be assigned at the end of the unit to test mastery of material learned throughout the units.

- Unit tests will be given once we completely cover the material. These will be announced in advance and will cover the objectives given at the beginning of every class. 


- A cumulative assessment will be given each 9 week period.

Extra Credit: 

· Extra credit opportunities are built into various research assignments and extensions through the semester. 

· NO additional assignments will be given for extra credit to boost a grade.

Late Work Policy

All homework will be turned in to the period file within 2 minutes of the bell to begin class. Work turned in after the bell and/or due date will be deducted 10 points for each day late. After 5 school days, assignments will no longer be accepted.

Make Up Work
